Dear friends in Christ:





I must be honest: my thoughts and feelings this week have been dominated by the creeping respiratory crud in my chest and the mix of thoughts and feelings in my heart about my brother Richard’s life and death. He died Monday night, and today is Wednesday—I have just finished our mid-week healing service and eucharist, during which I found myself wishing that I could lay hands on him and anoint him with oil of healing, too. 





That is not possible. Though my three surviving siblings were able to go to the hospital after he died and say their goodbyes in the presence of his body, I was not. I miss that. Many of you know how important to me is the grace of touching, speaking, praying, and singing with folks who need healing. And though we have several people recovering from surgery in our parish, it seems unwise to be with them and possibly spread my respiratory crud to them. So I find myself sitting her at my desk feeling frustrated and guilty because I cannot be the link between God’s care and those who need it in the ways that so satisfy me. I’m praying, of course, and that helps me and, I trust, my brother and our parishioners, too.





As I left the sacristy after our Wednesday morning service, I noticed that one end of my personal white stole—the one I wear for baptisms, marriages, and burials at some place other than our parish—was turned funny. Instead of hanging down straight so that the front side, with its appliquéd gold silk alpha or omega was visible, it was flipped a little, exposing the lining. On that lining is written an inscription, one I chose when I ordered this stole at seminary. It says, “In my end is my beginning . . .  and all shall be well, all shall be well, all manner of thing shall be well.” It’s a quote from T. S. Eliot’s “Little Gidding,” one of the Four Quartets poems. The first part of the quotation (“In my end is my beginning”) is a quote from the crest of Mary, Queen of Scots. The second part (“all manner of thing shall be well”) is from the Showings of St. Julian of Norwich, in which Julian explains her s revelation of Christ’s love amid suffering given to her when she was deathly ill. 





This quote, and the whole “Little Gidding” poem, has always struck me powerfully, with its references to martyrdoms, ancient places of prayer, the multi-generational struggles of Church and state in British history, and its mystical vision of God’s merciful, unfailing embrace of our brokenness. These lines struck me today as especially appropriate to the mystery of my brother’s life—its difficulties, many of which seemed given from the very beginnings of his life—and my need ultimately to trust that God finally does make all things

well. Somehow, as Julian saw in her vision, our Lord enfolds our missteps and our pains into a victorious cosmic hospitality for human life, so that “all shall be well, all shall be well, all manner of thing shall be well.”





This Lent, may you, too, discover that divine hospitality which holds us—our sins, our pain, our struggles for virtue—in God’s loving hand, as Julian saw the whole world held like a hazelnut in our Lord’s hand. Our end and our beginning are one—deep in the loving heart of God. And perhaps, like Julian, we “see” that primal enfolding most clearly from the darkness of our pain.

Resurrection’s lay delegates, John Bailey, Monty Ross and Andrew Wilkinson (alternates, Bill Garrison and Kelly Johnson) and our rector, the Rev. Claire Keene, attended the 25th Annual Diocesan Convention at the Park Vista Hotel in Gatlinburg on February 13th & 14th.   This convention celebrated not only our 25th year as the Diocese of East Tennessee, but also the 10th anniversary of The Rt. Rev. Charles G. vonRosenberg as our bishop.   We were treated to an address by the First Bishop of the Diocese of East Tennessee, The Rt. Rev. William Evan Sanders, an address by Bishop vonRosenberg and a presentation by The Rev. Sam McDonald.  





Among the various resolutions of convention, there were three of particular note, which I felt were important to bring to the congregation’s attention.  The following are summaries of these three resolutions.  I have been assured by the diocesan staff that complete coverage of the convention will be included in the April/May 2009 edition of The East Tennessee Episcopalian and on the diocesan website: � HYPERLINK "http://etdiocese.net/pages/diocesan-conventions.htm" ��http://etdiocese.net/pages/diocesan-conventions.htm�.  If this coverage does not include the final resolutions, I will be sure to post them on our church website, episcopalloudon.com, on the Crossroads Newsletter page.  





One resolution was proposed by the Diocesan Anti-Racism Commission entitled “Resolution on Slavery, Racism and Reconciliation”.  The Convention was called on to confess to God and to one another its complicity in, and perpetuation of, the sin of racism and that it commits to seek steps to mend relationships between races.  Every parish in the Diocese of East Tennessee will schedule anti-racism training in the 2009 or 2010 and provide feedback by December 2010 regarding what the parish learned about its own testimony to the sin of racism. Not included in the resolution was the information that the Diocesan Anti-Racism Commission will provide the teaching materials for this training. 





The second resolution of note was entitled “Re-evaluation of Care for the Chronically Mentally Ill”.  The convention endorsed and commended to the 76th General Convention the urgent need to find a way to effect a re-evaluation of the care and long-term treatment of the chronically mentally ill members of our communities.  Also that this resolution be the beginning of a mission to develop an action plan to find ways for communities to move forward with concrete steps to deal with these issues without moving backward into the abuses of the past.  





The third resolution was entitled “Health Care Coverage for All”.  The convention calls on its congregations to undertake discussions within the parish of the issue of health care coverage in the United States.  Several elements of the discussion are outlined in the resolution.  Following up on the discussions within the parishes, communicants, individually and congregationally, be urged to contact federal and state officials encouraging them to establish a system to provide basic heathcare to all.  This section also has several elements including oversight and education.  





The parish will be hearing more about this convention and the resolutions on “Resolution on Slavery, Racism and Reconciliation” and “Health Care Coverage for All” in the months come.  We will also be looking forward to the up coming 76th General Convention this summer.  





Please talk with our delegates about their experiences at the 25th Annual Convention and prayerfully consider if you would like to be one of our delegates next year at the 26th Annual Convention in Knoxville.
